Before you start work:

1. Read all instructions and check the kit number before
starting work. See Note A.

2. Turn off service switch on boiler and all other electrical
disconnect switches.

3. Close fuel supply valve(s) and disconnect fuel line from the
burner.

Removal:

4. Check to make sure all electric power is off, and the oil line
is disconnected.

Remove burner mounting plate and oil burner. MERAED TARGET
Remove the old target wall, floor blanket, and front WALL
refractory.
7. Clean-out the combustion area. R‘KAOWOOL

8. Insert the new target wall through the boiler opening, and
press it into position against the backwall of the boiler. The i) FRONT REFRACTORY
target wall should be a tight press fit into the back section SMOOTH SIDE FACES

of the boiler. If it is loose, place the ceramic fiber paper
shims provided between the target wall and the casting to
insure a tight fit. See Note B.

9. Measure the distance from the front of the target wall to
the front of the boiler and cut the 16” wide Kaowool

blanket provided to this length.

10. Install the Floor Blanket. See Note C. KAOWOOL

11. Press the new front refractory into the burner mounting BLANKET
plate with the rough side facing the mounting plate. The
smooth side should face the combustion area. See Note B.

12. Scrape all old sealant from the inside of the burner
mounting plate and the front section of the boiler. Place
the new sealant provided into the groove in the front
section.

13. Reinstall the burner mounting plate and oil burner.
14. Reconnect and turn on the oil line and electric power.
15. Fire the Burner. See Note E.

Note A: Correct Kit

Please check this is the correct kit for your
make & model boiler by checking the box
label or consulting our Ready Reference.

Note B: Fitting Ceramic Fiber Pieces

Many of the rigid ceramic fiber pieces are
designed to be a firm press fit. To avoid
breakage, press carefully and gradually. The
fit may need to be adjusted by sanding or
filing until a snug press fit is achieved.

Note C: Installing the Floor Blanket

The blanket provided with this kit is sized for
the largest possible boiler and will normally
have to be cut tosize. The blanket must
cover the entire bottom of the chamber. The
blanket should be glued in place by covering
the floor with waterglass before installing the
blanket. Use the entire 4oz bottle that is
provided and spread with a chip brush or rag.

Note E: Initial Firing

Fire the burner for 15 minutes to allow ce-
ramic fiber insulation to “cure”. Itis normal
when first fired for some smoke and a slight
odortooccur. Combustion test must be
performed after curing process.
